Jo was worrying 
how they would pay all the bills.  She said to Eileen that she would have to trust that God 
would look after their family like he had for the year that James was unemployed.  She felt 
drawn to go on the internet and check her child endowment payments and then rang the 
office because the amount being paid seemed incorrect.  When she spoke to the lady on 
the phone it was discovered that their 2nd boy Joshua had never been recorded properly 

and they were owed all the back payments for his 
endowment.  She was overjoyed as this meant that all 
her bills were now paid off.  God is so good and so 
faithful to us when we learn to trust in his Divine 
Providence.

Dear Friends 

On the back page is a prayer card that I received in the mail before Easter.  I thought it 
might be nice to print it out so after you have finished with the newsletter you can cut it 
out and use the prayer.  It is appropriate for our family as Eileenôs son-in-law James 
found out today that he has hairy cell leukemia and will start chemo next week.  Jo and 
James live at the back of The Holy Family House of Prayer and they have helped us 
with work at both Pioôs and the House of Prayer.  Jo is due to have their third child in 
the middle of May.  We would appreciate it if you would keep them in your prayers.  It is 
times like this that it makes me appreciate coming from a large loving supportive family.  
Mum and Dad left an awesome legacy with the love they gave to us growing up.  They 
taught us our faith and how important family is.  We would have the rosary statue come 
to our home and quite often we would all kneel around their bed saying the rosary .   

A couple of weeks ago my eldest daughter Amanda was giving a talk on Ruth and she 
talked about this very thingðwhat legacy are you going to leave your family?  The 
story goes like this:- Naomi  had gone to a far off land with her husband and two sons. 
The sons married two Moabite women one called Ruth and the other called Orpah.  All 
of the women lost their husbands in tragic circumstances and Naomi decided to take 
her daughter-in-laws back to her homeland as she heard that they had had a good 
harvest. On the way, Naomi encourages them to both go back to their motherôs house 
and leave her.  Orpah decides to turn back but Ruth repliesñ Donôt urge me to leave 
you or to turn back from you.  Where you go I will go, and where you stay I will stay.  
Your people will be my people and your God my God.ò When they arrive back to 
Bethlehem Ruth looks after her mother-in-law by gathering the left over wheat from the 
harvest of one of her dead husbandôs relatives Boaz.  Ruth ends up marrying Boaz and 
they have a son called Obed and Naomi becomes his nurse.  Obed goes on to have a 
son Jessie who in turn has a son King David.  God rewarded Ruth for her faithfulness 
and loyalty to her mother-in-law.  It is a beautiful story of love and I encourage you to 
read it again. 

In one of the messages it talked about ñbloom where you are plantedò.  Sometimes our 
lives change as in the case of Jo and James. You can go either one of two waysðsink 
into despair or bloom where you are planted. God makes good from all circumstances 
and sometimes he might want us at a hospital to reach out to those who are in similar 
situation.  His plan is perfect and one of hope not despair. 
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Our Blessed Mother still appears to the visionary on the 8th day of the month and 
below is the message given:- 
8th April 2010  
Thank you for again receiving me into your presence and accepting the words of our 
Eternal Father. My children you face a time of increased trials and your faith and trust 
is tested during these times. Many seek to thwart the ultimate victory of God's love over 
evil. They forget that sin has been banished by the sacrifice and resurrection of my 
adored son, Jesus. Those who truly accept Him die to sin and are reborn as 
instruments of His peace and compassion. His words become your words and His way, 
your way. Sin is removed when you confess and repent and repair your soul and 
continue to walk the lighted path of salvation. You need no signs other than those given 
through his life and mercy. Faith is sustained by the Holy  words of gospel which give 
all the direction and knowledge you need to live a pleasing life in the eyes of Our 
Father. If you question then that is allowed by your gift of freewill but remember that all 
answers for life are revealed in Scripture and in the teachings of The Christ. Pray that 
you may have strength to endure and wisdom to see the answers which are hidden by 
your own will and not by God's will. Pray that you may embrace simplicity and humility 
and be purged of all selfish thoughts and feelings. Live your life according to the 
commandments which God had given. They are directives which you can accept or 
reject according to your will but they will ensure a life of joy and eternal friendship with 
Jesus and our loving Father in heaven. Above all I ask that you remain steeped in 
compassion, forgiveness and charity for all who will come to you and for all who will 
find torment and hardship in the coming trials. Pray that they may withstand and hold 
firm in the face of calamity and toil. Remember that God's love stands when all else 
falls. 
 
 
This is the message given by locution to Eileen on the 8th:- 
8th April 2010 (Night Prayer) 
My little ones, 
Do not be afraid to take the narrow and more difficult path as you climb the holy 
mountain of the Lord.  I am calling you to rest in the Lord.  Stay close to Me.  Let Me 
draw you ever deeper to the wellspring of salvation.  Rest with Me a while.  Let My 
peace and calm fill you.  Trust in Me and the love I have for you and for all of Godôs 
children.  If I calmed the storm which had the disciples filled with fear I will also calm 
the fears you hold deep within.  Trust in Me.  I will not forsake you.  Godôs purpose is 
sometimes beyond your fathoming.  Walk the path in blind faith.  Do not falter and fall 
into despair.  Remain firm and trusting that I will look after you.  I hear the cries of the 
poor.  Pray and remain calm.  I will not leave you.  Come to Me and I will give you rest 
ot revive your drooping spirit.  Be docile to the Spirit of God.  Take time to listen to the 
gentle whispering of your Lord and God.  I have told you that something which may 
seem to you a disaster could be a blessing in disguise.  Do not become overwhelmed 
with the challenges you face.  There are still many lessons to learn.  Stay near to Me 
and I will reveal to you the many mysteries of the Kingdom of God.  I want you to be 
interiorly holy as I your Lord am holy.  Be filled with My calming presence to help you 
understand that you have nothing to fear when you put your trust in the Lord.  Read 
Psalm 107:28-30.  I am your refuge from the storm.  Come and rest in the Lord.
